
How to Make Your Own Mini Peace Dove On a Stick!
Step #1: You should have a large piece of paper with two dove outlines on it. Decorate both of the doves using whatever you 
would like—markers, crayons, paint, colorful paper—anything! We like to use 11x17 cover stock paper--its big and a bit thicker 
so the wings of the dove can flap. 

Step #2: Once your doves are both decorated, cut both of them out.

Step #3: Making sure the decorated sides are facing outwards, tape your two doves together at the top of the stick, with the stick 
in between them. Make sure your doves are facing the same direction and match up. Do not tape the wings together! 

Step #4: Fold the dove’s two wings down at the dotted line so that they flap like a real dove’s wings.

Note: We purchase dowel rods at home depot for 20 cents a piece. 

Tip: Bring lots pairs of scissors to the event. Cutting them out is the longest part of the process and having pre-cut doves that are 
ready to color saves a lot of time. 

Tip: If you would like, you could decorate the top side of the wings, since folding them down reveals the undecorated sides. 

Tip: I like to put 3-4 rolled pieces of tape. One at the head, one at the tail and 1-2 at the stick.
