Eligibility Requirements
1. An eligible youth group must represent an underserved community: ethnic or racial diversity, immigrant population, youth with disabilities and/or low-income youth. 

2. Roots & Shoots groups and members, teachers, youth (with an accountable mentor aged 18 or older), and youth-serving organizations are eligible to apply. 
3. Projects must be completed between February 1 and November 30, 2010.
4. Grantee youth groups must be either: 

· A group that is willing to become a Roots & Shoots member group upon winning the mini-grant. (A free one-year membership will be provided to grantees.) OR
· A Roots & Shoots group in good standing (up-to-date membership enrollment and up-to-date online project reports). 
Application and Project Timeline
Applications are rolling and will be reviewed as they are received with final deadline of March 15, 2010.  Early submissions will have an advantage.

Instructions
Submit your completed Mini-grant Application Form and Budget Forms. Plus, answer the following questions with brief narrative answers. Your narrative answers should not exceed 2 pages.
1. Eligibility: Explain your group’s eligibility for this funding. What approximate percentage of your group represents an underserved community? What underserved community does your group/organization represent/serve? Be as specific as possible.
2. Purpose: What is the purpose of the project? Include the main goal of the project along with a description. Address why there is a need for the project and how it is youth-led.

3. Timeline: What is your project timeline? Includes specific dates. 
4. Outcome: What is the desired outcome of the project? Include a brief explanation of how you will evaluate success.

5. Budget: In addition to completing the Budget Form, please explain: What is the proposed budget? Include details of use of mini-grant funds.
