
Ideas to start up a HeroRATS Chapter in your school: 
 
Thank you for your interest in helping the HeroRATS save more lives 

through detecting explosives and 
Tuberculosis.  If you would like to get your 
school involved in saving lives with the 
HeroRATS there are a number of ways you can 
get start.   
 
It would be best to have an informational 
session to tell people about Apopo and what 
the HeroRATS are doing.  You could do this in a 
classroom, in an assembly, through your 
school communication channels (newsletters, 
website, etc), partner with a school club, or 
set up a table at a school even and talk to 
people.     

 
The following are a few ideas to get you started:  
 
Think about ways to tie HERORATS into the classroom 
curriculum and partnering with your favorite teacher: 
• Speak to teachers about ways to discuss a practical application 

that addresses subject matter you are covering in class (i.e. 
History- discussions on aftermath of war; Science- technologies 
people develop with science; Psychology- talking about behavior 
and Pavlov’s dog training, etc.)   

• If HeroRATS are addressing a subject being discussed in the 
curriculum perhaps your teacher will let you spend ½ a class 
period discussing how the subject and the HeroRAT application is 
related.   

 
Check out local clubs at your school and see if they would 
be interested in you coming to speak about HeroRATS to their 
members or hosting an information table at one of their 
events: 
• Science club 
• Peace club 
 
Use your creative writing skills and spread the word that 
way: 
• Write a piece for the editorial section of your school newspaper 
• Submit an article for your school website 
• Create a column for your classroom newsletter 
 
Challenge your rival school to see who can raise more 
money for the project in a semester: 
• Set up donation boxes in classrooms, cafeterias, and the front 

foyer 
• Send letters home to parents and let them know how they can get 

involved
